St George’s Guildhall and Creative Hub

The Grade 1 listed St George's Guildhall

is Britain’s oldest working theatre, with
performances since 1445. Recent academic
research supports local tradition that
Shakespeare performed at the Guildhall in
1593.

The exciting plans for one of King's Lynn's
most significant, historic assets set out how
the theatre and surrounding site will be
renovated to create a heritage attraction
of international significance by day and
spectacular recreation of an Elizabethan
theatre for evening performances.

Studios and co-working spaces will
become home to creative organisations
and individuals and a bespoke gallery will
house temporary exhibitions enhancing the
high-quality art offer in West Norfolk.

A riverside restaurant, and café/bar will
ensure that the Guildhall site becomes a
welcoming go-to place for visitors. The
entire site, including courtyards and river
front gardens, will be buzzing with activity.

King's Lynn is a great place to

invest. It benefits from a fantastic
location, connected by rail to Ely and
Cambridge, with a direct service to
London. The A47 connects to Norwich
in the east in an hour and west to
Peterborough and the Midlands.

In addition to the Town Deal
projects, there are proposals and
plans for significant developments
which present opportunities

for partners, contractors, and
suppliers to engage in delivering
our ambitions for King’s Lynn.

Conveniently located next to the A47, the
King’s Lynn Enterprise Park comprises
15-hectares of serviced employment land
and can accommodate approximately
40,000m? of employment floor space.

The borough council has invested £12m
in infrastructure in the site to service the
Enterprise Park which will feature a range
of quality accommodation including
incubator workshops, office space and
industrial units.

Already located on the site is the award
winning King's Lynn Innovation Centre, a
landmark building which provides state-
of-the-art commercial workspace for West
Norfolk.

A maturing public park provides an
attractive focal point at the centre of the
development and makes the most of the
riverside location.
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In addition, and funded by the Towns Fund
as part of the Town Deal, a new Active
Travel Hub will provide sustainable active
travel options for people to travel to and
from the Enterprise Park and the wider
areaq.

Plots and premises are available for a
range of uses including office, industrial
and research and development, focused
around the key sectors of the local
economy including advanced engineering
and manufacturing, agri-tech, medi-tech
and related supply chains.

The former Sommerfeld and Thomas

warehouse and grain silo site located
on King's Lynn’s riverfront has significant
potential for redevelopment in a prime
area of the town.

The site, comprising a Grade |l listed

18th century warehouse, is central to the
council’s aspirations for the King's Lynn
Riverfront Regeneration area and the vision
set out in the King’s Lynn Town Investment
Plan. It offers redevelopment potential for

a mix of uses, including commercial and
leisure to activate the waterfront.

The site has benefitted from £700,000 of
investment to restore the listed frontage
and site clearance works during 2023,
alongside the proposed creation of the
Devil's Alley public space

The former warehouse is located next to
Devil's Alley which is set to be revitalised as
a public space for the community, as part
of the Town Deal Riverfront Regeneration
project. The building will benefit from the
investment at Devil's Alley, and further
along at the Custom House, making the
Somerfield and Thomas building a highly
appealing site.

Combined, the investment in the
riverfront will act as a catalyst for further
regeneration in this area.

The vision for Southgates is to create an
attractive and active gateway to King's
Lynn, which draws upon the rich past of
the site in order to meet the needs of the
present day, and optimise benefits for the
town’s residents and visitors alike.

The Grade | listed South Gate will be the
centrepiece to the areq, retaining its
historic function as the entrance to the
town. This is being facilitated by £24M
Levelling Up funding which is being
invested in STARS (Sustainable Transport
and Regeneration Scheme) improving and
simplifying the road junction in a project
led by Norfolk County Council with WSP.
The plans around Southgates include
significant areas of public realm and green
space offering opportunities for recreation
and reflection. Leading architects BDP and
property advisors Lambert Smith Hampton
have been appointed to support the next
stage of design for a new mixed-use
development which aims to provide high
quality new homes for the community,
together with commercial and retail uses
which activate the gateway to the town
centre, and a key destination for visitors,
to complement both existing provision
and planned development within the site’s
surrounds. Environmental sustainability
will be at the heart of plans for the areaq,
addressing the challenges of flood risk and
climate change.

The aim is for all new development as part
of the Southgates Masterplan to create a
first and lasting impression that is worthy of
the town, its historic past and future needs.
